EVENT DETAILS:
The purpose of the contest is to draw attention to the importance of the teaching profession, the role

of learning and teaching English, the potential of digital technologies and learning tools in revealing creative
abilities and self-realization of the individual, the formation of self-regulation skills in difficult life situations
by presenting in digital form the personal life stories of the participants of the contest, which demonstrate their
inner experiences, challenges, accomplishments and growth in the context of the future professional activity

of an English language teacher.



The tasks of the contest are

1) to support positive self-identification, professional development of pre-service teachers of English
and confidence in themselves and the future;

2) to promote the implementation of the principles of social-emotional learning, the formation of
humanistic values and the development of critical thinking, moral and psychological resilience, self-regulation
in difficult life situations, optimism;

3) to encourage young people to immerse themselves in creativity using modern information and
communication technologies, critically analyze their life experience, think outside the box and come up with
unique ideas for expressing their individuality through the means of the English language;

4) create a platform where participants can share their life stories through digital storytelling using
different media formats — texts, images, audio and video;

5) to provide the participants of the competition with the opportunity to reflect on and publicize their
experience as a source of inspiration for others, as well as to promote the development of social-emotional
learning and teaching skills, mastering strategies and tactics of self-regulation, overcoming difficulties and
internal growth as pre-service teachers of the English language, and to receive valuable feedback to motivate
their further creative and professional activities.

Participants of the contest are students of senior classes of general secondary education institutions
and students of junior courses of higher education institutions.

To successfully participate in the contest, you are:

1) to create a digital story — a story-narrative that reveals a personal insight, yours or someone else’s,
about learning and/or teaching English with an emphasis on the role of an English teacher, the formation of
motivation to choose the profession of an English teacher; your narrative may include aspects such as personal
accomplishments, challenges, moments of growth and the impact you hope to make in your future teaching
career;

2) to use various digital storytelling tools, digital platforms for creating stories, media formats (texts,
images, audio and video); you can include personal stories, poems, photos, illustrations, audio recordings,
videos, etc. in the digital story;

3) to focus on aspects of your story that have a healing and inspiring effect: share how you regulated
your emotional and psychological state in a tough situation and overcame difficulties, the techniques and tools
you used, how your experience contributes to your personal and professional growth and a positive influence
on others, especially your future students;

4) demonstrate in your story how the professional activity of an English teacher can influence students,
encouraging them to learn the language and develop their personality (critical thinking, emotional self-
regulation, positive motivation, resilience in difficult life situations, etc.);

5) to write a text version of your story (an essay of approximately 500 words).

The criteria to evaluate the digital stories:

- originality of the idea (2 points);

- integrity of the work (2 points);

- a deep motivating message of the story about the importance of the profession of an English teacher
(2 points);

- presentation of ideas and techniques, methods of social-emotional learning (2 points);

- the quality of the digital design of the story (2 points).
